Mo new influenza virs subtypes have been
detected in humans. However, a circulating
animal influenza virus subtype poses a substantial
risk of human disease.

PANDEMIC ALERT PERIOD

MNew domestic animal outbreak
Human infection(s) with a new subtype, but in at-risk country

no human-toe-human spread, or at most rare
instances of spread to a close contact.

Suspected human outbreak overseas

Small cluster(s) with limited human-to-human
transmission but spread is highly localized,
suggesting that the virus is not well adapted
to humans.

. Confirmed human outhreak overseas
Larger cluster(s) but human-to-human spread still

localized, suggesting that the virus is becoming
increasingly better adapted to humans, but
may not vet be fully transmissible (substantial
pandemic risk).

Widespread human outbreaks in
multiple locations overseas

First human case in MNorth America

Pandemic phase: increased and sustained
transmission in general population.
