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ACQUISITION OF REAL PROPERTY

12. THE DEPARTMENT OF MANAGEMENT AND BUDGET (DMB) and the
Michigan State Police (MSP) recommend the acquisition of real property located
in the Township of Hart, Oceana County, Michigan, commonly known as 3793
Polk Road, the former leased MSP post. (“the Property”).

Authorization (Z1) under Contract (2009-0078) between MDOT and Soil and Materials
Engineers, Inc., will provide for as-needed geotechnical investigation services to be performed
for various projects in the Southwest Region.

The funding for the project includes federal, state and money from Michigan State University (MSU), but
the federal and state amounts are capped. The cap for project 90268A has been reached; the other project
90271A still has about $250,000 available on the federal funds and about $62,000 on the state funds.
