Special Education
Clarity on the utilization of Title Funds to supplement Special Education services is essential to avoid Supplanting.  Although decisions by the Office of School Improvement are still made relative to the use of Title funds for such interventions as “Response to Interventions (RtI),” we can highlight the following guidelines:

· Targeted Assistance Programs: 115(b)(B) and 1115(b)(2)(A)

· Children are identified by the school as failing or most at risk of failing to meet the State’s challenging student achievement standards
· Children with disabilities are eligible for services on the same basis as other children to receive services

· Schoolwide programs: 114(a)(2)(A)(i), 1114(b)(1)(B)(iii)(l), and 1114(b)(1)(l)
· No school participating in a schoolwide program shall be required to identify particular children as eligible to participate
· Must include strategies to address the needs of all children in the school but particularly the needs of all low-achieving children and those at risk of not meeting the state student academic achievement standards

· Must include activities to ensure that the students who experience difficulty mastering the proficient or advanced levels of academic achievement standards shall be provided with effective, timely assistance
· Difficulties are identified and analyzed as a basis for effective assistance

How can Title I and Special Education work together?

· Frame cooperation within a supplement not supplant context
· Title I funds may not be used to provide services to children that are otherwise required by law
· Title I services should not be written into an Individualized Educational Program (IEP)
· Title I services cannot be used to meet the goals of the IEP

· Once framed into a supplement not supplant context:

· Title I services can be a supplemental support for special education students

· Eligible on the same basis as other children to receive services

· Services based on the same selection criteria

· Services delivered within design of program
