ARCHIVES OF MICHIGAN

Macomb County was organized in 1818. The county coordinates are Ranges 12 East
through 16 East (12E-16E) and Townships 1 North through 5 North (1N-5N). Adjacent
counties include St. Clair (northeast), Wayne (south), Oakland (west), and Lapeer
(northwest). Lake Huron is on the southeastern border of Macomb County.
