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Originally part of Sanilac and Tuscola counties, Huron County was formally organized in 
1859. The county coordinates are Ranges 9 East through 15 East (9E–15E) and Townships 
15 North through 19 North (15N–19N). Adjacent counties include Sanilac (southeast) and 
Tuscola (southwest). Lake Huron is on the north border of Huron County
