Michigan Traffic Crash Data Update

Attached is the Michigan Traffic Crash Progress Status Report from MSP CJIC for calendar year 2022 as of 12/04/22 crash processing in relation to 2021, 2020, 2019 and 2018 processing over the same time frame.  

Compared to 2021, 2022 fatalities are down 3%, serious injuries are down 1%, total crashes are up 4% and truck/bus crashes are up 12%. 

Compared to 2020, 2022 fatalities are up 6%, serious injuries are up 6%, total crashes are up 18%, and truck/bus crashes are up 40%. 

Compared to 2019, 2022 fatalities are up 13%, serious injuries are up 2%, total crashes are down 8%, and truck/bus crashes are up 2%. 

Compared to 2018, 2022 fatalities are up 11%, serious injuries are up 3%, total crashes are down 8%, and truck/bus crashes are up 1%.

New Grant Solicitation Process

OHSP will be announcing a new grant solicitation process.  Traffic safety partners will have the ability to apply for grants in multiple traffic safety areas including:  impaired driving, occupant protection, speed, traffic records, teen, adult, pedestrian, bike, motorcycle, and older drivers.  We will be also looking at community projects that include minority groups, rural and underserved populations.  We are opening the grant solicitation process to be more inclusive of our traffic safety initiatives, and hope to realize more innovative grants, and grants going to underserved populations.  Grant workshops will be announced in January 23 and February 2, with a special law enforcement grant workshop included for police traffic services.
